 Request for Qualifications shall be submitted in the manner specified to the Purchasing Department, Room 210, 
142 East Main Street, Meriden CT 06450-8022 until the close of business five (5:00) P.M. Tuesday, July 27, 2010.

The City will be accepting sealed Request for Qualifications, which are to be submitted in six (6) complete sets,

from qualified lead and asbestos abatement contractors to work with the City’s Neighborhood Preservation Program (NPP) and Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP).  The NPP Home Rehabilitation Loan Program provides low interest loans to Meriden homeowners in specific neighborhoods who wish to rehabilitate their owner-occupied 
structures.  The NSP Homebuyer Program funds the purchase, rehabilitation and re-sale of vacant, foreclosed homes.  Funding for both programs is provided by the US Department of Housing and Urban Development Community Development Block Grant program.

The goal of this RFQ is to develop a list of qualified abatement contractors who will be comfortable working directly
with residents whose projects are being funded through the NPP Home Rehabilitation Loan program and those who 
will be comfortable working directly with the City and its partners to rehabilitate vacant, foreclosed properties.  All 
HUD regulations regarding lead paint abatement and/or interim controls must be followed in these programs.  HUD regulations regarding asbestos abatement will be in order where applicable.

Lead and/or Asbestos Abatement Contractors who respond to this RFQ must submit the following:

1. A detailed statement indicating the organizational structure under which the firm proposes to conduct 
business with the City.

2. A copy of the firm’s Connecticut Lead/Asbestos Abatement Contractor License.

3. Copies of the Connecticut licenses of the firm’s Lead/Asbestos Abatement Supervisors.

4. Copies of the Connecticut licenses of the firm’s Lead/Asbestos Abatement Workers.

5. Current training certifications for abatement supervisors and workers.

6. Certifications for EPA Lead Based Paint Renovation, Repair and Painting (RRP) Program for required 
company personnel.

7. A current copy of the firm’s Certificate of Insurance.

8. At least three letters of reference regarding abatement work.

The successful firm will ensure that any appropriate licenses or certifications required by the State of Connecticut
are maintained for the duration of the project.

The firm must meet all Municipal, State and Federal affirmative action and equal opportunity practices.

Minority owned firms are invited to submit their qualifications independently or as joint venture with other consultants for the entire assignment.

Additionally, all interested firms shall submit a detailed statement indicating the organizational structure under
which the firm proposes to conduct business. Proposed subconsultants, subcontractors, joint ventures, etc..., should 
be clearly defined. The relationship to any “parent” firm or subsidiary firm of the parties must be clearly defined.

The City of Meriden reserves the right to accept or reject any or all Request for Qualifications and to accept any 
or all Request for Qualifications, if it is deemed to be in the best interest of the City of Meriden.
